    Share or Surrender 
Share: to partake of, use, experience, occupy, to enjoy with others, to have in common 

Surrender: to give up completely or agree to forgo especially in favour of another 

 When we share we may have two items and we give one of them to another person. They get one, we 

have one. When we surrender we give everything away that we have. We hold nothing back. 

 The word ‘surrender’ is not found in the scriptures but the meaning of it is brought out frequently. Take 

a look at the familiar account of Abraham when God asked him to offer up his son Isaac. The command was 

“Take now thy son, thine only son”. This was a call for a complete surrender, “to give up completely”. God did 

not ask Abraham to share Isaac, “to enjoy with others”.  

 When God asks me to surrender all to Him, how do I respond? This brings out a question. We talk about 

fully surrendered and partially surrendered. Is there something like partial surrender? Would partial surrender 

not be called sharing? We have been taught to share since we were small but I believe when God is asking us to 

surrender our life to Him or maybe something in our life that we have laid claim to, we need to “give up 

completely”. That is not a time to share. God wants our whole life.  

 Abraham surrendered his son and then received him back. Does God always return to us what we 

surrender to Him? He may or He may not.  If we surrender whatever God is asking us to and expect to receive it 

back, we have not surrendered. We have shared, expecting something in return.  The rewards are huge if we 

surrender our all to Him. Read and ponder Psalm 23. No want, green pastures, still waters, this is God’s desire 

for us.  Most times surrendering is a struggle, it does not come easy. I believe Abraham struggled with it. But 

what greater reward can we ask, than for God to say to us like He said to Abraham, “now I know that thou 

fearest God”.
