It was then recommended 

to form a board and in January of 2016 a number 

of people met to discuss this endeavour. At that 

meeting it was decided to proceed with setting up 

a board and by January of 2017 Peaceful Heart 

Ministries was a registered charity. 

 Quitting my part time job helped ease up the 

schedule and bring it back to being scheduled out 

only six months. Now two and a half years later 

the schedule is again booked well over a year. The 

need for more help is needed. 

 With having another mentor to help with the 

work, we also need more office space. The need is 

great and the workers are available but we need 

people like you who are willing to help with the 

finances to support another mentor along with 

office space. 

 There are pastors, leaders, hurting people, and 

people who have found freedom who are pleading 

to keep on and continue on as a ministry, which is 

only possible as finances are available to do so.
