My life has completely changed, and with that it’s not that I have 
arrived but what I have experienced here has given me tools to go on with my journey with a greater purpose. 
It has helped me to see how my past was “driving my ship” more than what I had ever realized. I always 
thought the situation at hand is all I had to work with, but after I had someone caring for my heart, I began 
believing in myself. I was able to look at the lies telling me that “I’m stupid, I’m worthless,” and “God’s out to 
get me.” 
 I was able to begin to receive the truth about God’s word, telling me that I am loved, that God’s desire for me 
is life, that I belong, that I am a son, and not a slave. Dave also walked with me through prayers of healing for 
past issues and that began the process of addressing my always present anger, self-hate, and condemnation. I 
had always believed I had to get everything right in order to be loved, and as I confronted the lies, I was able to 
find rest; the rest that Jesus talks about. It is easier to choose repentance in the middle of my sin, rather than 
going to condemnation which leads to death and avoiding God till I think He might have forgotten about it. I 
have been able to begin to accept that in spite of my mistakes, I am still loved by the Father. My struggles 
continue in ways, but I now have tools to help me identify them and work through the issues. 
 More than anything, I am somewhat able to rest in the assurance that I am loved by the Father God. “They 
overcame him by the blood of the Lamb and by the word of their testimony.” (Revelation 12:11) 
 I will be forever grateful for what God has done. Praise the Lord for “His righteousness endures forever!”

 John 17:20 – 23   20. Neither pray I for these alone, but for them also which shall believe on me through their 
word; That they all may be one; as thou, Father, art in me, and I in thee, that they also may be one in us: that 
the world may believe that thou hast sent me. And the glory which thou gavest me I have given them; that they 
may be one, even as we are one: I in them, and thou in me, that they be made perfect in one; and that the 
world may know that thou hast sent me, and hast loved them, as thou hast loved me. The heart cry of Jesus was 
that we would be one with Him as Jesus and the Father are one.
